I have new info about the cemetery that couldn't be found off Highway 60.  I had understood it was "just off" but my new source says "80 rods"  -- that would make sense for "Knight cemetery" see attached land of Albert Knight.  I would guess on the northwest corner of is property.  My new info is that people who died of contagious diseases were buried there, quickly -- no record kept.
Joan, I don't have a date on that map I sent, but I think it is about in the mid-1920's.  Do you know?  It's the one with all the good stuff on it -- names of farms, route #'s, etc.
    I think I got my directions mixed in the last note.  My guess is the NorthEAST side of A. Knight's 40.  That would be in back of Westfall's (back from the former Oak Grove Hall).

The business about the Knight Cemetery is still "oral history" so you could report it that way if you wish.  I was told it was "80 rods off Highway 60 to the north and that Gastrows, O'Connors, etc. buried people there who had died in epidemics. (Supposedly at midnight -- maybe meaning before the next day or quickly to try not to spread the disease?) This is from my new informant.  Previously I had heard about it from a Cole descendant -- just that it was north of Oak Grove Hall or Zander's -- corroborated by my father who (born in 1887) remembered "a broken stone there" when he was a little boy.  Two weeks in a row I've forgotten to take my plat book to breakfast to ask the guy if he can pinpoint the spot for me, but logically, it seems to me it must be on that northeast corner of the Knight property (see the map I sent before -- I think) I'll try to remember next Wednesday when I hopefully won't have so much on my mind.

80 rods=1/4 mile

¼ mile is the width of a quarter section (40 acres)

80 rods from the highway will put the burials on the back property line of Knight’s property.

NE. side of Knight’s 40.  BACK OF Westfalls, back from the former Oak Grove Hall.

1890 plat, Knight’s own two 40”s side by side in Section 27 and a strip (60 acres) in Section 34.
