1. Unnamed Family Cemetery – NW, NW, NE of section 17. In a grove of trees between farm fields. On Zunker Rd.  It is the Ed Fischer Farm in 2006.  It has eight large stones and  three foot stones with no visible writing. Ed Fischer has cleaned the cemetery up quite nicely.  He took out a lot of brush and keeps it mowed.  He repaired and reinforced several of the tall narrow stones so they would not break any more.

4. Unnamed Burial-NW, SW, SE of section 29 on Jennings Rd. (stones gone).  This is probably across the road  from the Nehemiah Rogers burial and closer to Old B.
5. Nehemiah Rogers – SE, NE, SW of  Section 29 on Jennings Road between County SS and Old B Road about midway on the North side of the road in a small circle of oaks right next to the road. It is the burial site of Nehemiah Rogers, who died there in 1853. It is marked by a fairly modern stone erected by a descendent of Nehemiah. Stone reads: Nehemiah Rogers Died Mar. 21, 1853 Great Grandfather of Wm. Jennings. 
6. Davis Burial—NE of Section 2.  It is in a marshy area on State DNR land.
